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ENTRY FEES FOR COACHES 
Coaches: 15 € per coach 

Every late registration, from 8th to 12th  will be charged double (30€).  
Requests can be sent by email : karate@karatekayl.lu 

Coaches need to register via Sportdata.  

Coaches must be over 16 years old 

Coaches need to wear tracksuits 

 

VALID ACCREDITATION CARDS 
For security reasons competitors and coaches need a valid ID photo that will be printed on the accreditation 
cards (Upload a valid photo via Sportdata before registering) 

The face must be clearly recognizable (passport photo format)

No competitor or coach card without a suitable photo will be issued !  
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COMPETITION 
WKF-rules will be applied for both kumite and kata. 

For competitions where the electronic kata judging system is not available the use of manual hand-held 
scoreboard is used (cf. WKF-Competition-Rules). 

PRESENCE 
Athletes have to be in the warm-up area at least 60 minutes before start of their category with their 
accreditation card. After three calls competitors will be disqualified. Only those who are competing and 
coaches will be allowed in the warm-up and competition area. Coaches must be in tracksuits and clearly 
display their coaching ID badge. 

 

PROTECTION 
The following protections are required (WKF rules): 

 Tooth protector obligatory 
 Red and blue fist protectors obligatory  
 Red and blue shin & foot pads  
 Body protector obligatory for all competitors and additional chest protector for female athletes.  
 Groin guards are optional but recommended 
 Red and blue belts are required  
 For U10: helmets are obligatory and will be provided by the organizer 
 Rules according to WKF system 

 

BOUTS DURATION 
1 minute 30 seconds for children under 14. 
2 minutes for everyone over 14. 
3 minutes for seniors and U21. 

In case of too many entries our event team reserves the right to change bouts duration.

In the "Kumite Senior Open" & “Kata Senior” categories, a competitor placed in the top 3 in his/her discipline 
will be rewarded as following: 
  1. placed: 500€  
  2. placed: 300€
